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Abstract title and content:

JBJC talks are meant to present a comparative viewpoint that is not available in other venues.  We give preference to synthetic talks or those with a relevant theoretical overview.  We also invite speculative or divergent viewpoints and encourage talks that will provoke discussion.  It has always been the policy of JBJC to avoid duplication of the wording of SFN abstracts.  If you would like to submit an abstract that covers the same information as a presentation at the SFN meeting, that is fine, but you must rephrase its title and wording and tailor it to the specific audience of JBJC.
Abstract format:

1. Generate abstract on a separate page.  
2. Only "Word" documents can be accepted.

3. First line: Title (in Bold, NOT in all capital letters)

Second line: Authors’ names (NOT in bold, and NOT in all capital letters).

Next lines: Authors’ institutional address, with first, presenting, author’s e-mail address (again, NOT in bold, NOT in all capital letters)

4. Next lines: Abstract text. Size limit: 1 page, single spaced, 1 inch margins, 12 point type size.
